These will
be organised so the junior kata & kumite divisions will be back to back likewise for the
senior division. We will be using the four corner red & blue flag system.

9 yrs and under - Techniques to the head can score but absolutely NO contact will be allowed. Any
contact at all, (unless by Mubobi) including skin touch, will be penalised. The first player to 8 points or

the player with the most points at the time up will be deemed the winner.

10-13 yrs - Techniques to the head can score but absolutely NO contact will be allowed. Any contact at
all, (unless by Mubobi) including skin touch, will be penalised.

Juniors (14/15), Cadet (16/17) and Seniors (18+) Light contact will be allowed

IRl KUMI JU RULES

(Continuous Free Sparring Semi-Contact 16 years and overs) To enter in this event you MUST have your
waivers signed.

1. Matches will be 2 minutes of continuous free sparring. The winner will be decided at the end of the
12 minutes by HANTEL, when the referee will blow a sharp whistle, then the judges will in unison, raise
their flag for the winner.

2. Semi Contact Techniques to the body and thighs are allowed, also head kicks are allowed and skin
touch punches to the face.
